SERIES Il INSTALLATION

1) “X” Member — Layout the tubular “X” member andrew in the 5/8” heim ends with jam nuts into eaald. Attach
the short tubes to the main tube using 5/8” x Atdbfeave loose). The “X” member should be ins@linto the lower
Crossmember tabs with the bent tube under therdiffel, and the short side of the long tube pomtiearward towards
the passenger door (SEE PHOTO 37).

Adjust the heim ends to fit into the tabs and ihseee 5/8” x 1-1/2” bolt into the tab under thefeintial and use the
short 5/8” lock nut. All other positions will takbe 5/8” x 2” long bolts with washers and nuts facupwards. Apply
thread lock and torque to 80 Ibs. Align the heirdsewithin the tabs and tighten the jam nut to 50{B&EE PHOTO 17)

2) Horizontal Impact Struts- Install bushing KX@S part # 01201) into the two horizontal impaatitst Utilizing the
stock hole in the transfer case Crossmember, ptecpassenger side impact strut mount (DCS pat026@) up to the
stock bolt hole and bolt in place using ¥2” x 2-1i¥1t. Scribe the second hole next to it on thedwotof the
Crossmember (SEE PHOTO 32). Remove bracket andrcgunch the scribed hole. Drill out to 2", InsttHut mount
using stock hardware and %" x 2-1/2" bolt, nut avasher. Apply thread lock and torque to 80 Ibstalhghe impact
Strut into the tabs on the backside of the reasSimember using 7/16” x 3-1/2” bolts, nuts and wesh&pply thread
lock and torque to 50 Ibs. Install the rear ofd$trait to the mount located beneath the transfee €xossmember using
7/16” x 3-1/2” bolts, nuts and washers. Apply tlttéack and torque to 50Ibs. (SEE PHOTO 31). Refiesaistep for the
drivers’ side.

3) Replace existing factory front brake hoses withDick Cepek extended brake hose supplied btk kit. (Use
separate instructions).

4) Re-check all nuts and bolts for proper tightn&s&scheck entire front of Series | system fapear tightness.

FINAL PROCEDURES

1) With the front tires pointing straight ahead; #teering wheel crossbars will be misaligned. déwer the steering
wheel position is achieved. Then tighten the cldolts.

2) Cycle steering all of the way to the right aadHe lift inspecting steering, suspension anddlire systems for
proper operation, tightness and adequate cleartrimake hose fitting are touched, recheck liresiéaks. Be sure all
hoses/wiring are of adequate length. Repeatijseiction with the suspension unloaded and hanging.

3) INSTALL “WARNING” DECAL (metallic sticker) TO THE INSIDE OF THE DRIVER SIDE DOOR JAM NEXT
TO THE V.L.N. PLATE.

4) HANG MIRROR TAG WITH WARNING AND WARRANTY REGISRATION CARD FROM REAR VIEW
MIRROR!

5) Readjust headlights to proper setting.

6) Check the vehicle for proper alignment. It maynecessary to replace alignment cams to achiepepalignment
settings.
